Input: All of your audio-visual material 
are available in this bar: each source 
is shown here individually. Sound from 
microphones, feeds from local came-
ras, etc. You can also include video-
streaming from other make.tv users: 
invite your viewers into your show live.

Mixer: This is where you edit your 
feeds. Using your audio-visual sour-
ces, you can arrange 3 different ‘mi-
xes’, each up to 100 scenes long. In the 
mixer you can add layers (for example 
blurbs, graphics, interactive modules, 
and picture-in-picture composition).

Library/Calls: Here you can work 
with everything else you need for 
your show.

The production flows generally 
from the top down: the various 
sources are at the top of the page, 
the editing and mixing is done in 
the middle, and in the lower right 
you see what is currently being 
broadcast.
